RECREATION DIRECTOR'S REPORT:
Killington Active Seniors:

There were 67 lunches served during the month of May. A trip to Dartmouth to hear the Dartmouth Gospel Choir and lunch at the Hanover Inn had 10 attending. Tai Chi is still at the top of the list for an activity but finding an instructor has proven to be difficult. Cathy may have ideas on instructors.

The Keepers at KES are going to help with the Senior picnic and the seniors, in turn, will help with a 

function at the beginning of the school year in September.

Summer Camp Update:
Cathy reports that all counselors have been hired. We are above budget for Loads of Fun. We have a 

lot of 2 week registrations and Cathy feels we will do well with on-going registrations. KMS is 

donating a 15 passenger van for summer camp use. At this point we are probably about $300 over  budget in overall expenditures. 

Spring Baseball:
Around 20 children participated but because of the age range, no organized team was possible. Next year the plan is to have spring training indoors before April break.
Spring Tennis:
There were three categories of classes offered......10 and under, 10-18, and adult. One child registered and two adults. However, the instructor was introduced to the town so he will be known next year and  it was also suggested that a notice be sent to Woodstock HS to attract the students there.

Clued-In Mystery/Date Night:
It was an awesome night and $200 was made by both the library and Parks & Rec. There are 13 clues still hidden in the library. The next activity scheduled with the Library and Parks & Rec collaborating will be the .5K Dash for Donuts. This will be held on Saturday, July 7th, starting at 11:00 am rain or shine. The event starts at the Sherburne Library and ends at the Town Offices. Donations of donuts are needed.

Pool Update:
At this point $10,000 has been spent in the pool area including new pumps. Rebates may be available and possibly save the town approximately $600. Hopefully the new equipment is energy efficient.

The end of school picnic at the pool scheduled for Monday, June 4th, was rescheduled to Thursday,

June 7th, because of weather. Tapestry will be returning this year and will be using the pool Tuesday and Wednesdays from 12-3 at $3 per attendee. This program will start on June 26th and end August1st. We

must be careful not to create conflicts with swim team requirements. We need a better check in system

and Cathy will speak with the lifeguards to come up with a solution. A suggestion was made to look into liquid solar heating to save money on heating the pool.

River Road Concert Series:
The first Thursday Night Concert is June 28th featuring The Detours. Posters should be up all over town in strategic places. The concerts are also featured on Killington TV along with our July 4th and Chili Cook-Off Festivities.

July 4th:
Cathy has checked with the firemen and we are set with the fireworks display. Suggestions were made

for participants to be in the parade. (KMS, Skate Board Kids, Seniors, Dirty Girls, Brown Golf Course,

Jim Harrison, KPAA, Resort, Boy Scouts). Steve will help line up parade participants starting at the Grange on River Road. There will be no bouncy house. 

Chili Cook-Off:
It is time to start contacting the various restaurants and private groups that will participate. Cathy will talk to Killington regarding the beer. There was also free ice cream last year that was quite popular.

Cathy will also check with Killington to secure a location in case of rain.

Monthly Nature Walks:
Cathy would like to start monthly walks on Friday afternoons. They would occur on one Friday in the months of July, August, September and October. She has made arrangements with the ranger at Gifford Woods to allow Killington residents taking part in the walks free admission. She would also like to reach out to see if there is any interest in water aerobics.

WEBSITE UPDATES:
Keeping the website updated is an ongoing project. There are some updates needed and Cathy is working on those.
