The chair called the meeting to order at 7:12 pm.

Mike Miller of Basecamp Outfitters delayed his presentation regarding a tract of land that could be used to connect bike trails. This will be on the agenda at a future meeting.

RECREATION DIRECTOR REPORT:
Killington Active Seniors:

There were 44 lunches served during the month of June. The low number is the result of the Lookout 

being closed on Wednesday, June 13th. On that day the seniors traveled to The Vermont Tap House in Rutland. The seniors have received donations from both the Greater Killington Woman's Club and the

Killington-Pico Rotary Club. A discussion followed on how to keep these monies in the Senior 

account rather than being deposited in the general funds. More information is needed before a decision is made. The seniors will travel to Weston Playhouse on July 15th to see West Side Story. Jim Harrison,

our State Representative, had to cancel his luncheon date with the seniors because of a new Grandchild.

This will be rescheduled. Chet Hagenbarth, the acting Town Manager, has asked Gerrie to provide a notebook with the state reports she sends to SVCOA in case the auditors request to see the numbers.

At the last Selectboard meeting, Gerrie was asked to share with the Rec Comm. The need to change meeting dates to accommodate the new selectboard meeting dates. A decision was made to meet on the second Monday of each month.

Summer Camp Update:
At week three the campers are going home happy. There have been a few minor complaints. The plan 

is to introduce more games and activities,

Spring Tennis:
At this point there are two adults and two children signed up. More advertising is needed. The classes will start on Thursday, July 5th and run through Thursday, September 2nd.

Pool Update:
The first two days that Tapestry has used our pool have gone well. We seem to be running out of items that are sold at the snack bar. It was suggested that a running daily total of items in and items out 

including sales totals would be advised. This way inventory can be accurate. Everyone is signing in

and the system seems to be working. Every killington family has a number from the Grand List and 

others pay a daily fee. It was strongly suggested that the lifeguards enforce the pool rules for safety.

River Road Concert Series:
The first scheduled concert was probably going to be rained out so it was held on Friday and about 50 attended. This was an excellent idea but not always possible.

July 4th:
Plans are in place. The firemen are ready, the fireworks are planned, pool games are set and the parade keeps getting bigger. New additions this year could be a group of drummers and some kids on skate boards. Line up will start at 9:30 at the Killington Grange Hall and proceed down River Road.

Chili Cook Off:
So far only two applications have been submitted. Cathy will send out another email and will also look into other means of advertising. The KPAA has been very cooperative and has included town activities in their newsletters. 

Dash for Donuts:
Saturday, July 7th, the Sherburne Memorial Library and the Rec. Comm. Are co-sponsoring a .5 K

Dash for Donuts. The deadline for sign ups has been extended so we are hoping for a crowd. At this 

point we are in need of donuts. One establishment has offered to donate one dozen for every dozen

purchased. Sun Up Bakery will also provide donuts. There will be beer, ice cream and a medal for all

participating.

Monthly Nature Walk:
Cathy would like to introduce a monthly nature walk where all are welcome including young and old.

The first is scheduled for July 27th, starting at 10:00 am and will be include the River Road waterfall.

The second will be on August 31st and include the River Road Loop. Gerrie will put these dates in the 

senior newsletter.

Website Updates:
Betsey has deleted some outdated information and added new relevant information that the public should be aware of. Cathy has added the colorful posters that were created to showcase events such as the River Road Concerts. This is probably more effective than just writing the information.

Monthly Financials:
Killington children make up about 80% of our campers leaving about 20% coming from the surrounding areas. These numbers reflect lower attendance from local families than last year but higher  than the year before. Total registration is down by about 20 from last year and about $10,000 under 

numbers posted at this time compared to this time in 2017. We are still getting sign ups on a daily basis.

An idea for next year would be to hold specialty camps at the beginning and end of the camp season.

This would give teachers who are valued members of the camp staff a week off at the beginning and end of the summer.

We are also trying to correct the concept that our summer camp is daycare. We need to emphasize the 

concept of day camp.

The Parks & Recreation Commission went into executive session at 8:50 pm to discuss Volunteer of the Year. The executive session ended at 8:52 pm.

New Business:
Cathy mentioned that her tenure as Director of Parks & Recreation in Killington has been quite an experience. Also joining the staff  at a time of change in the town itself added to the overall

challenge. At this point the Recreation Commission and the Director are working well together.

All members of the Recreation Commission will receive their stipends for serving and, can, at that 

point donate to a charity of their choice.

The next regularly scheduled meeting will be on Monday, August 13th, reflecting a change in regularly 

scheduled meeting dates from the first Monday to the second Monday of each month.

On a motion by Betsey, seconded by Andrew, the meeting adjourned at 9:05pm.
