Summer Camp Update:
The camps ended with positive feedback. The attendance was down but revenues were comparable to

2017. The lower attendance numbers may be due to General Electric employees sending their children to Rutland Day Camps. The tent has not been taken down or picked up. After discussing the cost of renting it was decided it would be in our best interest to purchase the tent. Some money should be deducted if we have to dismantle the tent and pack it up. If it is purchased, a place to store it must be 

found. Finances were discussed and as Killington's fee to use the Adventure Center is so high, it was suggested the Adventure Center not be included in next year's programs. Another suggestion was to 

negotiate and purchase daily passes for 30. This will save money. 

Pool Update:
Expenses for the pool during the 2018 season were $29,868 with income totaling $4821. This figure includes monies from the Tapestry program although that check has not been received. Next year there will be no pool closures regardless of weather and there will always be at least one guard on site. It was suggested that we recruit younger guards and that we also maintain a certain ratio of guards to people.

River Road Concert Series:
Cathy has already started calling groups to perform next year. The popular ones will be invited back

and new ones will be considered. Cathy may attend the Vermont Performance Showcase on November 10th. A discussion followed on the cost of some groups compared to others and just how much should we be spending. For instance, Chad Hollister, charges $1800 and even though he is popular and the traditional choice for our Chile Fest, maybe it's time to reconsider his fee.

Naturally Nature Walks:
There were three attendees on Friday, August 31st. The next scheduled walk will be Friday, September

28th. Walkers will meet at 10:00 am at Town hall and proceed to the waterfall on River Road.

Fall Soccer:
There has been an excellent turnout. Justin's team picked the name “Killington Bears”. He needs balls,

waivers and sign up sheets to have with him. He expected 10 and 19 children arrived for practice.

Snacks were scarce so hopefully parents will come prepared next time. We also need First Aid Kits.

Every team needs one so more will be purchased. A floor pump to blow up the soccer balls should also be purchased.
