Fall Soccer:
The Fall Soccer program generally went well and the End of Year Banquet was a success. The 6th grade

girls made it to the semi-finals. We will need a coach for the younger girls next year and it was suggested that we send out more notices and reminders toward the end of the summer.

KES Halloween Party/Nov. Dance
There were games and a haunted house. One suggestion was to cut the amount of candy. An unexpected snow storm and various road closings certainly had an effect on attendance at the November dance.

Basketball:
We need a coach as four have signed up. Perhaps we can reach out to Castleton and Cathy knows of a

retired person who has indicated he may be interested. A small stipend and mileage may be offered.

Open Gym:
Basketball, Pickleball and Dodge Ball will be offered. A Sunday Coordinator will be needed. The Mountain Times will publish an ad highlighting Open Gym. It's important to coordinate with the school calendar. As of now the schedule is Thursday/Soccer/7:00 pm.; Basketball/Monday/7:00pm.; Sunday/Volley Ball/no set time yet.

Website Updates:
A priority for Cathy is keeping the website up to date. She suggested that we all take a look and make sure nothing is missing.

Financials:
The budget presentation was well received.  Now that the final numbers are in for the various summer camps, it is thought that a market adjustment would have happened regardless of the changes in the Recreation Dept. that occurred during the previous year. 

Old Business:
The plaque has been made for the Volunteer of the Year Award  and will be presented as soon as possible.

New Business:
A $50,000 pre-grant application for our Bike Trails will be sent in on Thursday. Holly Knox was very helpful in completing this application. There needs to be some discussion on future trails that considers safety as well as access. The gate at the Route 100 N location will be installed in the spring at a cost of $4000. Perhaps we need a small budget for maintenance that would include small tools and equipment to maintain the trails we have.

At the last Commission meeting a discussion on purchasing a tent rather than renting every year took place. Cathy has compiled information to help make that decision. A pole tent is most economical

at $2,600. This would be for a 20 x 20 size. A frame tent would be initially more expensive at $3100

to $3500, but it would be easier to replace the side tarps as needed. Shipping costs are not known at this time.

Information on a van for summer camp was also shared. Renting for 10 weeks with no mileage

consideration would be $5000. This van would transport 15 people and a special license is not needed.

A rent-to-own plan is available at $630/month for 36 months and then the option to buy. Possibly the 

school would be interested in sharing this van and the cost.

We were sorry to have to accept the resignation of Justin Guth from the Rec. Commission. His enthusiasm and sense of humor will certainly be missed. We wish Justin and his family well as they 

embark on their new life due to a new position for Justin. 

Cathy has ordered one tree for the Holiday Program at the Grand Hotel. She will decorate it in a traditional manner and put toys under the tree.

Our next regularly scheduled meeting will be Tuesday, December 4th at 7:00 pm.

On a motion by Andrew, seconded by Steve, the meeting was adjourned at 9:20 pm.
