Summer Camps:

Cathy would like to rearrange the schedule so that the counselors have a week off between the end of school and the beginning of camp. This would also provide an opportunity to train new staff members.

To do this she is thinking of having a week of specialty camp, specifically soccer camp, the first week after school ends. This results in nine weeks of regular camp versus ten weeks. If school ends on the 14th of June, then regular camps sessions could start on the 24th of June.

The tentative opening of the pool would coincide with the end of school.
