Mountain Bike Trails: A work day is scheduled to work on clearing the trails. The plan is to work on our trails first then move on to the trails Mike Miller has developed. This will be scheduled from

11-3 and 20-30 people are expected to participate. Usually trail work is done by groups of 5 working together.

Art Club: This has been a successful event with up to 15 people attending each month. The last project

was a “card shower” where materials were provided and each attendee made 15 greeting cards. Cathy was encouraged to keep tabs on expenses so this can be included in the budget next year.

Murder Mystery: This was another of many events planned in conjunction with the Sherburne Memorial Library. The recreation dept. made $220.

Baseball: There are 20 3rd and 4th graders participating. Dan Mollaley is the coach,

Summer/Pool: The stairs have been repaired and most of the site is ready for the June 3rd. opening day.

It would be difficult to open any sooner because lifeguards are not available. 

There are problems with the toilets and the suggestion was made to simply buy new ones rather than spend money on parts and repairs since the price may be comparable or even less. 

Camp: Counselors have been hired. We have had good early registration, however, the numbers are not comparable to last year. We are financially ahead because many are signing up for specialty camps.

E-mail blasts will go out and also more ads in the Mountain Times. Radio spots will start and the camp

programs will be on facebook and our website.

Concert Series: The series will start on July 11th featuring The Twangtown Paramours and continue

through the summer with the last concert on August 29th. There will be eight concerts in all. New this year will be concessions (popcorn, drinks, ice cream) sold by the library. Jane has designed and printed

small schedules listing each group featured.

July 4th Celebration: We are still looking for music for the parade but everything else is in place. We do need an announcer for the games etc. and Evan is going to think about volunteering.

.5K Dash for Donuts: This is another event co-sponsored with the Sherburne Library. It was successful last year attracting many participants and included the Vikings as guests.  Saturday, July 20th is the date and the time is 11am-1pm. Participants receive a medal and as much beer and as many donuts as they need to get them to the finish line.

Website Update: The website is being kept up to date thanks to Cathy's due diligence. We should all 

take a look to make sure everything is included.

Financials: There are no changes. A camp financial update will be ready soon.
