There were 54 lunches served during the month of March. On Thursday, March 21st, the seniors traveled to the Thompson Center in Woodstock for lunch and a a presentation on Dental Care given by Kristin Alf. That evening a group of 15 seniors attended the Soup for Hunger affair held at Rutland 

High School. We are fortunate to have Lynn Tucker, from the Rutland County Sheriff's Office,

scheduled to be our luncheon speaker in May, June and July. Her first topic will be the scams that are currently circulating in Rutland County.
Recreation Director's Report:

The Selectboard approved the contract for the extension of the Mountain Bike Trails. Lepesqueur & Daughters, LLC will begin construction between August 1st and 16th. Completion date will be mid October. We need to reach out to Ben to schedule trail days as he has access to equipment needed.

The volunteer pool will be stretched thin so we need to get our times scheduled and not conflict with 

other groups. KPAA might be a source for volunteers. Once opening day is scheduled Chet will arrange to have barriers moved. The walking trails also will need maintenance.
The evening Craft Club arranged by the Recreation Dept. will meet on Wednesday, April 10th, 6:00 pm at the library. Coleen, who founded Wonder on Words, will teach how to arrange words on various mediums.
The elementary school dance postponed from last month will be held on Friday, April 5th, from 6-8

with Mike Coppinger serving as DJ. Parents and snacks are needed.
Signups for Baseball are open with two people signed up. Dan M. will be the coach and we have contacted other groups to arrange pick-up games.
Murder Mystery Night, sponsored jointly by the Sherburne Library and the Recreation Dept. is scheduled for Saturday, April 27th, starting at 6:00 pm at the library. Rec. Comm. Members are asked to provide some savory snacks. The cost is $15 for one/$25 per couple and you may sign up online or at the library.
The Recreation Website is rather cumbersome. Cathy will reach out to Vince at Boss Office Works to see if he can assist. My Rec has also offered to help.
The staff is in place for our Summer Camp program and the van is set. The final price for the tent is around $2400. Undercover will come and help us set it up and instruct Cathy how to care for it to insure a long life. Fortunately it can be stored in the town garage. Signups are $1000 more compared to this time last year.
Preparation for the pool opening on June 3rd is set with the staff hired and one more interview scheduled for a partime position. There are two new guards and all others are returning from last year.

Cathy will conduct a three day Life Guard Class on May 5th, May 10th and May 11th. As of now there are six open slots and a lifeguard will need to be hired to be on duty during class. There are cracked steps that will need repair before opening day. Jeff and Cathy attended a Certified Pool Operators Class

and felt it was definitely worth the time and cost. We will probably need to add a chlorine dispenser

with the cost being between $200/$300. The surface chemical that we had hoped to use to retain heat is not as efficient as was claimed as the water is always moving. 

Swim lessons will follow the same format as last year and start on the 24th of June.

Matt Titterton will be the head swim coach with the assistant coach still undecided.

Cathy plans staff training days along with tally sheets in the snack bar with inventory checked more often. It was thought this task could be taken over by the head lifeguard as the season progresses., 

At the American Camp Association Conference, Cathy discovered several food vendors that might deliver so this will be considered.

An idea to try SUP's (Stand Up Paddleboards) to do yoga in the pool was suggested. They would be tethered to the lane lines so the area where participants might fall would be limited. The cost is $200/

$300 per board. After discussion this idea was tabled for the time being. However, Cathy has discovered she can become a certified yoga instructor on line so perhaps can offer a shallow end yoga class for seniors.
Summerama is held in June by the Vermont Parks & Rec. Association and Cathy feels they offer valuable lessons for camp counselors. The cost is $25/$30 per person.
Website Updates: Cathy is keeping up and adds information as she gets it.
Summer Concerts: The Recreation Department is proud to announce 8 summer concerts this year

starting on July 1th and running through August 29th. A poster will be ready soon announcing the various bands. These concerts start at 6:00 pm and are held at the library.
Financials: No updates.

Old Business:

It's time to consider the Volunteer of the Year award for 2019. Cathy will send out the names that were

suggested last year and we can all add our thoughts to come up with the new nominee.

New Business:

Cathy is acting as the organizer of this years Farmers Market. It will be on Thursdays, 3:30-6:30 on the grounds of the Church of our Savior. The first week will be June 13th.

May 9th will be the next regularly scheduled meeting starting at 7:00 pm.
