During the month of February 67 lunches were served at the Lookout. On Feb 4th, a 90th Birthday Party was held for one of our members and resulted in a nice article in the Mountain Times about our members and our activities. The Maples Senior Living facility has contacted Gerrie to see if they can join some of our activities. SVCOA has asked that Gerrie document time spent on senior activities. 
The seniors had a major part both before and during the townwide Valentine Phantom project.

Recreation Director's Report:					Sarah

Sports: Our basketball team is undefeated with one more game to play. Congratulations to Evan and the team members. They will tentatively celebrate at an end of season party on Wednesday, March 11th. Dan Molalley is researching information on the various baseball leagues. 
Events: Date night was canceled because of lack of interest. Perhaps this was due to it being scheduled on a holiday weekend. A suggestion was made to post the next scheduled date night with the ski club.
Summer: Sarah completed First Aid Certification at Rutland Regional. The question of whether or not 
camp counselors should be certified was discussed including whether or not there was a state requirement. Sarah will ask if Steve Finer can teach a course, which would bring the cost down. If funds can be found in the budget we will absorb the cost. 
It was decided that posting for summer positions should be done immediately using all possibilities 
including the traditional and online venues such as facebook and instagram. We also need to contact all
of last year's employees. We need a combination of lifeguards and counselors who can start in the early season and some who will be available for the end of the season.
A discussion of  “summer camp” included staff, rules for parents and children, payment choices, how to register and how to schedule weeks versus individual days. It must be made clear that to sign up for a week does not mean 5 days scattered throughout the summer. Sarah will contact the resort to see if 
their summer adult offerings can be presented along with our camp schedule. Camp will start on June 21st with Soccer Camp for ages 7 and up. This is not available for children 4-6. Skateboard Camp will be offered at Darkside. Because we will need transportation for a Mountain Bike Camp and maybe bikes in some cases, Sarah will reach out to Pine Hill Park and to KMS for possible transportation. 
It was suggested that we reciprocate KMS volunteer Days with free pool passes. A Tennis Camp will also be offered this summer. The suggestion was made to try and coordinate with the ½ day golf camp
held at Green Mountain. Sarah and Rebecca will speak about what worked last year and what did not work. One important point made was that counselors and life guards should be on duty ½ hour before 
opening or start times and parents should be encouraged to properly drop off children.
Sarah will be taking the Certified Pool Operator's Course on March 24th and 25th.
The summer guides that have been traditionally printed and offered to the public will be done again and sent home on the last day of school. We may want to distribute them at other area elementary schools
After School Program: A new unit about dogs is being presented in conjunction with 4H. The programs that Caring Canines, Therapy Dogs and Search and Rescue Dogs offer will be presented.

Trail Report:

Sarah has met with Phil and Jay regarding advertising pages in the publication GRIP. It is a significant
package with three potential levels. ($5000, $3500 and $2000) It was suggested that we could offer a free table at the Chile Cook off, a place in the July 4th parade, banners strategically placed around the pool and banners displayed at our summer concerts in return for a purchased ad.

New Business:

We received a rather significant invoice ($10,000) from the Mountain Times for advertising that was difficult to reconcile. In response, Sarah has put together an advertising budget for 2021 that includes
the Rutland Herald, the Mtn. Times, the VT Standard, Social Media and printed material. It covers
summer camp, summer concerts, all summer activities and events. It will serve as a guide and perhaps save some money.
It was suggested that we have a better system at the pool to admit guests. Maybe the guards need more training and support in dealing with obnoxious adults. 
A “pool expectations” paper was shared as a guide to pool rules that should be posted.
We need mats in the ladies locker room plus new guard chairs and new lounge chairs. Sarah will look for a good price.
On June 21st, from 12-6, Vermont Adaptive will have their Charity Ride. Jeff Alexander has asked if we would provide games and crafts for tiny tots to elementary school age. No one could commit for the whole afternoon but it might be possible to share the hours. We might also call KMS to see if some students could help. No final decision was made.
Anna Molalley was welcomed as a new member of the Parks & Recreation Commission.

The next regularly scheduled meeting will be Wednesday, April 1st, 2020 starting at 7:00 pm.
