We are fully staffed at the pool and summer camp.

Director's Report:

Killington Active Seniors:					Gerrie Russell

There were 94 take out lunches prepared and picked up during the month of June. We are transitioning from take-out to eat-in but there are still some members hesitant so we will continue with a combination of both since Joy Black is agreeable to this arrangement.
We have restarted both Bone Builders and the Book Club following all the proper safety guidelines. The Killington/Pico Rotary Club and the Greater Killington Women's Club both donated $200 to the 
Killington Active Seniors and thank you notes were written.
An incident at one of the lunches prompted the Selectboard to declare that we are an acknowledged 
group in the Town of Killington, under the auspices of the Parks and Recreation Commission and 
therefore required to follow all rules and mandates set forth by the town and state.

Director's Report:

Summer Camp: After much thought and detailed planning, summer camp opened and is off to an excellent start. If there is increased interest we can consider adding a third pod. 
The Skateboard Camp held at Darkside was so well received that it is conceivable that we do another week in August. Former attendees would be given first consideration.
John O'Conner took over the scheduled Soccer Camp and it was excellent with skills and workshops. This would be a great addition to any future soccer camps.
Tennis Camp is the only other specialty camp scheduled. All ideas will be considered for additional 
weeks.
It was mentioned that email would be an excellent way to communicate any special camps or activities coming up.
The 4th of July Fireworks: This went very well considering a new location and new format. The Fire Dept. and Rescue Squad were all hands on deck. It could be said that 98% of the attendees followed the directions and the parking lots were cleared in 20 minutes after the show.
Pool: The opening day was without incident and went according to plans. A soft opening held previously was certainly helpful. Sign up is through Sign-Up-Genius and although it is working well,
the system will be tweaked to accommodate questions that have been asked such as, if pool is empty can people stay longer or can one sign up on site. Also, once the system is working can we increase the hours and the number of people using the pool at any one time. Cleaning after each session takes time and is required. There is a detailed list of individuals using the pool as required by the state. 
Softball Season: The Recreation League is Monday and Wednesday through August. They are following all rules.
River Road Concerts: The concerts will start on Thursday, July 30th and be limited to 150 attendees,
per state mandate. The series has been shortened to only include local bands and there will be no food sold.
Trail Report: A lot of bikers are enjoying our trails. We will continue to seek funds and grants to improve the system.

Old Business:

Sarah needs W-4 forms from all Commission members. It is acknowledged across all aspects of the town budget that revenues are expected to be down and costs up. Sarah will give a detailed budget report at next month's meeting.
