The Lookout prepared 96 lunches during the month of July. They were a combination of Eat-In and Take-Out as Joy Black has agreed to continue with that arrangement. Bone Builders and the Senior Book Club have resumed their respective weekly and monthly meetings. The library has also offered 
to show movies at least once a month with a limit of seven attendees at each session. The Rutland County Sheriffs Dept. has contacted the senior group wanting to arrange a “conversation” regarding
Covid-19 and because of the limit of seven attendees at each session are prepared to return as many 
times as needed. Plans are being made to hold game nights or trivia nights starting in September. The seniors continue to be contacted on a weekly basis either by phone or email and so far, there are no problems to report.

Softball: At the beginning of the Softball Season, Dave Hoffenberg, President of the Killington Softball League presented an eight-point Exposure Control Plan that was approved, and the season began using the Killington Softball fields. On July 22, Sarah witnessed a large gathering behind the library that was in violation of some of the approved rules. The League was presented with a two-week suspension and rather than accept that decided to play the remainder of the season at the Barstow fields in Rutland.
It needs to be mentioned that when one area of our Recreational Program is violated it puts every other program in jeopardy. 
Summer Camp: We have just finished with week six and the final two weeks begin on August 10th.
It has been a successful summer so far and all the in-depth planning required  has resulted in a positive experience for the children and parents. Sarah would like to send out a survey and would like suggestions for questions to be included.
Pool: The position of Covid Safety Manager has been invaluable. Ryan Wonsor has done an excellent job but will be leaving on August 14th. We have had to turn some people away but there have been no other issues. Kristen Alf and the remaining lifeguard staff will manage the rest of the season.
Kristen has put together a plan for modified swim lessons to start on Monday, August 10th. The plan fits within all guidelines that have been published. The staff is scheduled to take a swim instructor course.
Some lessons will be private.
River Road Concerts: White lines have been drawn on the lawn behind the library to help attendees maintain the six-foot distancing required. People are also asked to wear a mask while walking around the area. The concerts have been well attended and everyone seems to be following the rules. The concerts will continue through August on Thursday evenings starting at 6:00 pm. Attendees are asked to fill out a form before attending for contact tracing.
Staff: As mentioned earlier, Ryan's last day will be August 14th. Congratulations to Ryan for an excellent job.

New Business:

School: The district is not funding the after-school program for the coming year. Mary Guggenberger suggested the Town run a modified camp through the school year to help meet childcare needs. However, to run such a program over 90 days requires licensing which is not only cumbersome but expensive. At this time the town of Killington is not prepared to take this on. Unfortunately, the state is only giving variances to programs already licensed. There is a need for after school childcare. Some parents are working together to form groups and share days. This conversation will continue as the need will remain for the entire school year.
Sarah will be taking vacation August 24th through the 28th.
Another session of skateboard camp is scheduled for August 17th. Eight have already signed up for this session to be held at Dark Side from9-1. The cost is $80. There is equipment available for borrow.
