Recreation Report:

Killington Active Seniors:	Gerrie Russell

The Lookout continues to provide both take out lunches and the opportunity to eat indoors. Gerrie has been invited to join the Mt. Ascutney Hospital & Health Center Community Health Improvement Project known as CHIP, Their concentration will be on Aging in Place. The senior group is coping well physically under the cloud of Covid-19 but like everyone else is missing family etc. Since we had no summer picnic it would be nice to have some sort of Holiday Celebration since few will be traveling
around the holidays.

Director's Report:		Sarah Newell

Soccer:  The season has been successful and we need to start rallying coaches for next year. It was suggested we create a document that formalizes a code of conduct for volunteers and include a sign-off
sheet that indicates it has been read and understood.
There was a problem with the number of balls available for games that has been corrected.


VRPA Annual Meeting: Sarah attended many sessions and learned from presentations on Mountain Bike Trails that going forward any RTP Grants must include long range planning.

Pico Learning Center: This is a collaboration with the Resort and the town of Killington. Students are currently attending school two days per week and learning remotely three days per week. Workers need child care as do some other parents. The cost of such a program would be in the $100,000 range. Staffing will depend on funding and the plan is for Sarah to oversee the program. There is a tentative opening of November 1. Chet Hagenbarth, the Town Manager, supports continuing to partner with the Resort.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Halloween: The Parks & Rec Commission, The Library and The Karr Group are working together to create a Halloween experience that might not be like other years but will give everyone the opportunity to have fun. A rope will be used to insure that children are spaced 6ft. apart. A story walk around the library is planned and a form of trick or treating will take place at Mad Hatter’s Scoops. The library is also preparing little treat bags for each child.

Trail Report: The River Road Loop is in need of repair. Holes need to be filed in. The National Park Service needs to be labeled on the new hiking maps. Brush needs to be cut back. Three bridges are in great need of repair. Jeff has made a detailed list of supplies, so the only question remaining is when to do the work. The supplies need to be ordered and volunteers can possibly be pulled from KMS, the Castleton Resort School of Mgt. and maybe the Youth Conservation Corps.

Winter Operations: Interest in the Sherburne Trails has prompted the question “Can the trails stay open all winter”. A decision would have to be made with input from the National Forest Service. Potential problems would be the safety of pulling out of the parking lot and finding someone to plow the parking lot and who would pay the cost of this. Another suggestion was to access Gifford Woods through the parking lot at Kent Pond. It was noted in the discussion that V Trans has a plan to rebuild Rt 100 N that will include proper bike lanes.

Grants: We need a five year plan to accompany any Trail Grant application. The last plan was put together in 2015. Perhaps a steering committee could collect data and stay informed of new developments. Potential members would only need to have an interest. Steve volunteered to take this project on.
A motion that the Recreation Commission create a special sub-committee to work on future plans for Sherburne Trails was presented by Rebecca and seconded by Andrew. It passed unanimously and it was agreed that this new sub-committee would work with the Selectboard and the Town Manager. Phil Black and Ben Colona are suggestions for potential members of this new focused committee.

New Business: A line by line discussion of the budget that will be presented to the Selectboard  included an overview of projected revenue and expenses. It's a lean budget and the question was asked, if indeed, Covid-19 disappears, can we go back to the Selectboard and ask for a review.

Winter Events and Sports: At this time there is no plan to use the school gym. There will definitely not be any open gym nights. Basketball will certainly be different. The Vermont Principles Association meets on a weekly basis and hopefully suggestions will be issued from that group. At this time no volunteers are allowed in the schools but the state can issue new guidelines at any time.

Old Business:  None
