Recreation Report:

Killington Active Seniors:			Gerrie Russell

There were 61 lunches served during the month of October and 78 during the month of November.
The weekly luncheons at the Lookout will change from Wednesday to Tuesday starting on December 10th and continue on Tuesdays through the winter months.
A thank you note for our anonymous benefactor who paid for the senior lunch several times was 
published in the Mountain Times. Another friend of the seniors, Kyle Kershner, paid for a senior lunch and was also sent a thank you note.
On October 8th, 27 seniors went to the Peak for lunch. Many people at the Killington Resort helped to make this outing a success by providing free passes for the gondola and a 50% discount at the Peak 
Restaurant for lunch. A thank you note was sent, mentioning as many names as were known to Gerrie,
and a picture of the group along with an article appeared in the Mountain Times. Hopefully this will be an annual event.
The senior group helps support the Little White Church by buying cider and serving at the bus tour dinners in the fall. We also buy turkeys to be given to needy families for Thanksgiving and Christmas. A letter of appreciation was sent from the church.
We were invited to judge the Halloween Parade at KES and thoroughly enjoyed the evening. We are hoping to be invited back.
On Sunday, December 8th, a group will travel to Grace Congregational Church to hear a performance of Handle's Messiah and dinner at Table 24. On Thursday, December 19th 20 members of the senior group will travel to Trapp Family Lodge for lunch and tour the Christmas decorations at the lodge. Sarah has arranged transportation.
Our annual Christmas luncheon had to be canceled due to weather on December 2nd so will be held on Monday, December 9th at the library. Both the Recreation Commission Members and employees at the town offices are invited.

Recreation Director's Report:

Annual Report: 
Sarah presented the Parks & Recreation Annual Report to be included in the town's annual report. It was well written and included everything from the trail system, summer camps, senior activities, winter programming, the pool facilities, etc.
Her new position, a collaborative job share between the town and the elementary school, was explained in detail. The report was praised and approved by the commission members.
PEAKS:
This stands for Parent and Educator Alliance for Killington Students. Sarah attended the last meeting and will continue to do so since her position as Director of the After School Program involves interaction with children and parents at the school.
Date Night:
The first date night is scheduled for Friday, December 13th. A flier will be distributed mentioning the
children involved (Pre-K and Kindergarten) time (6-9) and cost ($25 for first child and $5 for each additional child). This event will be held at the library with snacks, games and a movie. The great success of a date night that was held at the golf course was mentioned with the hope another could be 
scheduled.
Basketball:
Evan held the first practice on Tuesday. There are 11 children signed up and 7 attended practice. Soon, scrimmages will be arranged with teams from surrounding towns.
After School Program:
A popular request is to have “clubs” as part of the after school program but that is tricky because we have to charge $16 and that is just too expensive. One solution might be to have a separate program for “clubs”. A discussion included how to arrange this, how to pay for it and how to find volunteers.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Currently there is a chess club with volunteers Otto Nisimblat and Steve Bianchi. At the moment this is working well so it was decided to continue and as solutions become obvious start new clubs.
Trail Report:
There is a little problem with the gate being locked in the open position with no one claiming the locks or having a key. A ranger will try to not only remove these locks but to lock it properly for the season.

Old Business:

They have been purchased for the 2020 4th of July Celebration for $5500.

River Road Concert Series:

Jane Ramos reached out to Sarah suggesting there could be some collaboration between the library and the commission regarding the summer concert series. If food is sold again it needs to be promoted.
A suggestion that we contact the Onion River Jazz Band for one of the weeks was suggested. Gerrie 
will make a preliminary contact to see if they are within our budget and available.

CPR:
New employees must be certified in CPR and First Aid. Since there are two new school staff we have asked Steve Finer to conduct these classes. In consideration of time, he suggested there be two classes rather combing the CPR and First Aid.  

Intern:

Sarah is reaching out to fill an intern position for the winter/spring term perhaps starting in the winter for open gym. This will be a line item added to our next budget.

New Business:

Advertising:

Sarah has been approached by the Mountain Times regarding future ads. It was suggested that instead of always featuring the various camps that we shift some emphasis to Mountain Biking. Kim 
Williamson would be a good contact to design an appropriate advertisement, flier or poster. Ben
Colona might also have some ideas.
