There were 55 lunches served during the month of April. Ten seniors went on the trip to Dartmouth

enjoying a concert and brunch. Now that the weather is more cooperative, Steve Finer will schedule a course on CPR. Either another Red Dot Program or a walking program will start soon.
Recreation Director's Report:

Summer Camp:
There are still two positions open and three interviews are scheduled. Rek & Trek will include rock climbing and mountain biking this summer. Cathy is looking into the possibility of borrowing bikes.

We will also have a basketball specialist and a demonstration of dirt bikes during the camp sessions.

Cathy has also discovered that background checks for employees working with children can be done through the Vermont Dept. of Labor saving us $60/ employee. The question of having a tent for the campers was discussed but no decision made. We are still looking for crayons, markers and games.

At this time last year we had 51 registered for camp versus 46 for this year. We are now adding on the fee for using a charge card so we get the full amount of tuition.
Spring Baseball: 
There are twenty children of various ages participating. Unfortunately not enough in any age group for a team, but they are learning and having fun. The possibility of a parent/ child scrimmage is being

considered.
Spring Tennis:
Ahnkton Agular is the coach for spring tennis although, there are no sign ups at this time. The courts will be resurfaced the 2nd week of July and the contractor will include a shuffleboard court for free.

The cost is approximately $16,548.
Clued-In Mystery Date Night:
The Rec Dept and the Sherburne Library are co-sponsers of this endeavor. To be held on Thursday, May 31st.The game will be played at the library and babysitting will be provided by the Rec Dept. The cost is $20.
Pool Update:
Bathrooms have been cleaned and minor repairs completed. The pool will open on June 4th and host the KES pool party. Kristen Alf has put in many hours getting the the swim team website up and running. (KillingtonSharks.com). A computer and discs needed by the swim team are missing. Cathy will check with Kim again and also look in the garage office.
River Road Concert Series:
All of the entertainment has been booked and contracts signed.
July 4th:
The fireworks are in place and the band is scheduled. Cathy needs direction as to what else needs to be done. She will contact the Fire Dept.
