The meeting was officially called to order at 7:07 pm.

On a motion by Rebecca, seconded by Steve, the minutes of May, 15th, 2019 were approved as written.

The published agenda was changed to accommodate our guests, Chet Hagenbarth, Town Manager and

Jim Haff, Town Selectman.


An incident at the library involving children who are dropped off there via buses after school

prompted a discussion on how to manage unsupervised children. The currant director of the after school program held at Killington Elementary School is resigning so needs to be replaced. This 

prompted the idea of combining the Recreation Director's position with the after school director's position. This would add 20 hours/week for the 35 weeks that school is in session and would necessitate proper compensation because of the added time and responsibilities. At this time, merging these two positions is just an idea in preliminary discussion between the Town of Killington, Sherburne Library and Killington Elementary School. It will be the Recreation Commissions responsibility to 

combine the two job descriptions and present a new job description that can be posted by June 14th, 2019. A motion by Rebecca, seconded by Betsey, to discuss the development of a job description via emails between the members of the Recreation Commission was passed unanimously.

There were 65 lunches served during the month of May. Jim Harrison, our representative in Montpelier,

a representative of Tara Kirchhof, Executive Director of the Ottauquechee Health Foundation and 

Lynn Tucker, from the Rutland County Sheriff's Department were all speakers scheduled for the seniors.

We will be visiting the Otter Creek Residences in Middlebury on Thursday, June 20th. This will include a tour, lunch and any entertainment scheduled for that day. We have compiled a list of emergency numbers and emergency contacts for seniors who are interested. This is being called The Senior

Connection and is part of the ongoing project Aging in Place in Killington.
 Recreation Director's Report:
The Mountain Bike Trail Day was a success with probably 50 people participating.  
The Art Club will meet on Monday, June 17th and will present a class on crochet.
Baseball: There are probably 20 children participating. This is basically a 3rd and 4th grade activity.

The next games are this Saturday at 11:00 am and another on Tuesday in Woodstock.
Pool: The pool is opening on Saturday with the hours of 11:00 am to 5:30 pm until the 17th when 

regular hours will start. We are fully staffed. There was a question about the pool temperature as some swim team members would like it warmer. We will try going from 78 degrees to 80 degrees.
Camp: Our revenues are higher but participation is lower than last year. This is because families are signing up for one week at a time rather than for the season or several weeks at a time. Details of our summer camp program including specific specialty camps are in the new 2019 Summer Guide.
Concert Series: All entertainment is in place and listed in the 2019 Summer Guide. Posters will also 

highlight each weeks concert and it will be listed on the town sign at the bottom of the Access Road.

The concerts will be marketed in other venues as well.

The question of having “food” for sale at the concerts was discussed last month. Food Tucks are not

allowed. We will need to find vendors that have a catering license. Gerrie contacted Mountain Merchants and he is willing to provide a “package” for $8. This would include hamburger/hotdog,

chips and bottle of water. The commission voted unanimously to follow through on this. Jim Haff

suggested we also consider Andy Reed who owns Ramunto Pizza in Bridgewater. 
July 4th: A D.J. Is booked. Cathy needs coffee cans to be placed around town to receive donations for the fireworks display. A suggestion was made to provide “Glow Sticks” for sale.
Chili Cook Off: Cathy will start soon to contact all of last year's participants and market to possible new contestants. The Resort needs to be reminded that they have provide the beer in the past. Snowshed

will be the backup location in case of rain. Tickets will be for sale on line as well as at the event itself.
.5K Dash for Donuts: This event is held in conjunction with the Library and is scheduled for Saturday,

July 20th, from 11:00 am until 1:00 pm. This year's event will start at the Rec Center and proceed to the library. Donuts are provided by Jones Donuts and Sunup Bakery and beer by Longtrail Brewery. A new 

feature will be entertainment by the 4th Well, a unique blend of of musical theater that will make you laugh.
Website Update: The website is up to date and includes information on the various senior activities.
Financials: The current statement was discussed with both the proposed and actual numbers compared

from 2018 and 2019.

New Business:
Gerrie shared information regarding liability for volunteers such as those individuals serving on the 

various commissions in town. We  are covered within the same policy that covers town employees.

The question was asked if the library could borrow the newly purchased tent. Obvious concerns are the 

proper care after use so we can maintain the life expectancy. No definite answer was decided on.

The next regularly scheduled meeting is Monday, July 1st, 2019.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:25 pm.
