Recreation Report:
Killington Active Seniors:
There were 79 lunches served in the month of August. We have submitted an application to the 

Visiting Nurse Association to hold a monthly foot clinic in Killington. The visits are $10 and include a

blood pressure check. We are planning a trip to the peak and several Killington employees are helping with the arrangements. The Mountain Times did not quite have a “section” on seniors but did run a  nice article and photo on our annual picnic and included an article on “Aging in Place” written by Kurt

Peterson who is planning on joining the seniors for lunch.

Rec. Director's Report:

Soccer: Patty and Murray McGrath have donated $250 toward soccer jerseys. As of now, we have 

enough participants for 4 teams: 2 co-ed teams for the 3rd and 4th grades and a boys and girls team for the 5th and 6th grades.
Summer: The pool is closed for the 2019 summer season. Jeff will work on finding a continuing leak because it has caused budget overruns. The lifeguard room needs to be cleaned up. The tent has been

taken down and properly stored in the town garage. A small tear has been found and it was suggested Sarah send an email to the company asking about repairs since it is a brand new tent. After just one season, wear and tear should not be so apparent. Jeff is thinking ahead and is concerned about putting the tent up in the spring. Perhaps a certification or instruction is needed to avoid liability.
Concert Series: It was decided the Rec. Comm. will not attend the Showcase this year. We will rely on past performances and recommendations to fill in the lineup for next summer. The library does intend to sell simple food items again next year. This fact should be included in the marketing for the concerts.

Basketball: We started late last year so Even would like to aim for the week after Thanksgiving. His plan is for practice to be Tuesday and Friday afternoons. Kevin O'Neil has offered to help with the coaching responsibilities. Evan will check out leagues in Rutland and Woodstock.

Adult Leagues: There is no update at this time. Usually Basketball, Volley Ball, Pickle Ball and Soccer are offered from 7-9 pm. The gym is not available on Wednesdays or Thursdays because of Karate and KMS.

 It was suggested that we try to get an intern but the tasks to be performed should be clearly

defined.
Trails: Steve and Andrew have walked the completed parts and have nothing but praise for the contractor. The completed stonework is excellent. About 1 ¼ miles have been completed out of the 

total 4 miles planned. Steve and Sarah will meet with Holly Knox, tomorrow the 5th, and discuss

closing for the season, parking, signage and grant writing. The ongoing goal is to combine the Sherburne Trails with the Base Camp Trails.

Financial:
The budget for 2021 was discussed at length going line by line. The commission was able to eliminate some items and re-evaluate others. Sarah will make the changes decided upon and present the new numbers at next month's meeting.

Old Business:
Trevor Van Neil has been a summer employee for many years and is interested in politics after college

graduation. The commission would like to facilitate a meeting between Chet, our town manager and Trevor to discuss small town politics.

New Business:
Sarah presented an overview of her position as the After School Program Director. She is usually at KES by 2:45 pm each school day. Attendance has been under 10 children so this has given her the opportunity to observe the staff and see where the program can be enriched. Already a Geography Club, a National Geographic Competition, Reading & Writing Club, Vermont Reads, Lego First and a Chess Club has come to her attention. Perhaps a Killington Senior can teach chess. 

Sarah will also check with  Rutland HS. Sign up for the program also needs to improve along with

proper payment procedures.

The next meeting date will be Wednesday, October 2nd, 2019 starting at 7:00 pm.

On a motion by Steve, seconded by Andrew, the meeting was adjourned at 9:36 pm.
