1.  Call to Order 
 CH Finneron called the Meeting to Order at 6:31 pm. 
  
2.  Approval of the Agenda 
 A motion to approve the Agenda as presented was UNANIMOUS. 
   
3.  Approval of Meeting Minutes of September 1, 2020 
 It was agreed Item 8.  Beaver Management Program, second paragraph should read- 

“It was confirmed the Town had not been active in any operations as yet this year regarding 
beaver management or operations despite an old story/news article resurfacing a news article 
falsely accusing the Town. It was also confirmed said news article contained several 
inaccuracies, and that the Town had been fully compliant in its past beaver management 
activities.” 
 
A motion to approve the Meeting Minutes of September 1, 2020 as amended, UNANIMOUS. 

  
4.  Selectboard Member Concerns 

It was noted that of the 49 attendees of the Covid-19 “outbreak” party, 35 were 
locals/Vermonters and 14 from out of State.  It was confirmed that legitimate reasons for lack of 
and/or delayed communication with the State had been received, marking the event 
“contained”. 
 
The Woodstock Selectboard were meeting this evening and there was still a group of people 
pushing to move forward to approve a new school building. 
 
Killington / Pico Ski Resort Partners is requesting extensions to the Resort Parking Project Site 
Plan, originally approved in 2014.  It is anticipated that SP Land Company will submit a similar 
request in regard to the Killington Village Master Plan.   
It is the sense of the Town of Killington Selectboard that the Village development being 
proposed by the Resort and SP Land represent a very positive opportunity for growth of the 
Town of Killington.  A motion to express support for the Resort (and SP Land) and to back the 
development and extension request as they continue to work hard on the planned 
improvements was approved UNANIMOUS. 

  
5.  Citizen Input  
 There was no Citizen input. 
 
6.  Green Up Day – October 3, 2020 proposed Statewide  

The State of Vermont had added another Green-up Day, scheduled for October 3, 2020.  Green 
bags would be available at the Town Transfer Station, where these bags of roadside trash should 
be returned.  A motion to support Deborah Burke in facilitating “green-up day” was approved 
UNANIMOUS. 

 
7.  #OneKillington – pledge/signs 

A local group known as #OneKIllington had created a pledge for covid-rules and had requested 
permission for town wide posting of their pledge/signs.  The Selectboard gave its consent 
however it was agreed the language needed some specification and that postings would not be 
allowed on Town posts and/or Highway signs. 



 

 

A motion to support #OneKillington in their move to create a wellness pledge was UNANIMOUS. 
 

8. Internal Financial Controls Checklist 
TM Hagenbarth presented a checklist for internal checks and balances for signatory approval. 
A motion that Chairman Finneron sign the Internal Financial Controls Checklist for 
Municipalities, referenced in 24 VSA § 1571 (d) for Municipalities was approved UNANIMOUS. 
 

9.  Afterschool Program Update  
There were still some unanswered questions regarding staffing and funding for the Afterschool 
Program, however the Recreation Department and the Resort were still collaborating for a 
resolution. 

 
10. Planning Commission  

a)  Appoint Administrative Officer  
A motion to accept the Planning Commission nomination to appoint Preston Bristow as 
Administrative Officer for a term of three years effective June 1, 2020, until 
appointments are made following Town Meeting in 2023; was approved UNANIMOUS. 

 
b)  New Town Center Designation  

Upon recommendation of the Planning commission, a motion to move forward with the 
Town’s intention to seek New Town Center Designation and directs the Planning 
Commission to develop a master planning schedule and program to meet the required 
implementation actions to apply for New Town Center Designation was approved 
UNANIMOUS. 

 
c)  Resolution for Municipal Planning Grant  

The adoption of a $12,000 Municipal planning grant will enable Rutland Regional 
Planning Commission assistance to update the town plan, official map, zoning bylaws 
and zoning map and would require a maximum for 10% match from the Town. 
A motion to adopt and sign an FY21 Municipal Resolution for Municipal Planning Grant 
form as provided and required by the Vermont Department of Housing and Community 
Development was approved UNANIMOUS. 

 
d)  Planning Commission appointment to fill vacancy 

The Selectboard accepted the Planning Commissions’ recommendation to appoint Ricky 
Bowers to fill the vacancy on the Planning Commission that was created when Jenn 
Conley moved out of town.   
A motion to appoint Ricky Bowers to the Planning Commission was approved 
UNANIMOUS. 
 
Thank yous were extended to Jenn Conley for all the work she had accomplished in this 
Town. 

 
11.  Route 4 Sewer Management and Sherburne Fire District #1 Agreement  

The Sherburne Fire District had informed the Town they were no longer able to oversee 
management of the Towns Route 4 Sewer and Alpine Sewer effective January 1st, 2021. 
 



 

 

It was agreed that an immediate need for an Engineer was required to determine the status of 
the pumps for repair/replacement and to maintain compliance.  Resident and ERU owner, Miller 
stepped up to volunteer to act and represent the Route 4 Sewer in anyway necessary to finally 
move forward with necessary repairs not undertaken. 
In light of these swift actions the Selectboard appealed to the Sherburne Fire District to 
reconsider, either by lifting or extending the proposed cut-off date.   

  
12.  Golf Financials  

a)  Comparative Report  
Despite reports that GMNGC was operating fiscally better than ever, there were 
discrepancies between actual deposits to monies declared by GMNGC. 
 

b)  Treasurers Report - Golf  
A follow-up would be necessary with John Brown of Brown Golf. 

 
13.  Town Financials  

a)  Comparative Report  
The amount of taxes collected so far was slightly higher than this time last year, as were 
the number of delinquencies.  It was projected this would be corrected by the number 
of open sales/closings in the marketplace. 
There were some Highway truck repairs and the generator was being moved from the 
current Firehouse to the Town Garage but otherwise expenses were tracking as 
projected. 
  

b)  Treasurers Report 
 A motion to accept the Treasurers’ Report for the month of August as presented was 
approved, UNANIMOUS. 

 
14.  Managers’ Report 
 The ongoing, on-off-again leak in the pool had finally been discovered and repaired. 
 

Paving projects for the year had been limited to upper Roaring Brook Road, the KPSB and the 
Killington Road (in front of the Woods). 
 
A request had been received from the Church of our Savior, at Mission Farm to close Mission 
Farm Road on September 20th, 2020 from 10:30 am until 12:30 pm for an event attended by the 
R. Rev. Dr. Shannon Mac-Vean-Brown.   
A motion to approve the request and authorize the Killington Police Department to work with 
Mission Farm with the shut down of the road, UNANIMOUS. 

 
15.  Board of Liquor Control  

It was agreed that a new request on behalf of Firetruck Brewery LLC dba Casey’s Caboose be 
tabled for the next Meeting pending further explanation. 

 
A motion that the Town Clerk move forward with a renewal First and Second-Class permit(s) for 
Hops of the Hill LLC dba Hops on the Hill was approved, UNANIMOUS. 

 



 

 

After the serving area had been clarified, a motion that the Town Clerk move forward with an 
Outside Consumption Permit for Anne H Mercier dba Mountain Meadows Lodge was approved, 
UNANIMOUS. 

 
16.  Lister Corrections 

A motion to accept the Listers’ corrections for Ben Rudnick to reflect the grievance valuation of 
$600 was approved, UNANIMOUS. 
 
A motion to accept the Listers’ corrections under errors and omissions for Quadient Leasing (fka 
Mail Finance) and Vitality Foodservice (Nestle) to reflect actual reported amount(s) was 
approved, UNANIMOUS. 

 
17.  Other Business 

Since David Rosenblum had moved out of town, it was agreed that his replacement to represent 
the Town of Killington at the Regional Transportation Council would be appointed from either 
the Planning Commission or Development Review Board Members.  The Zoning Administrator 
would follow up. 

 
Resident Paul Levin expressed interest and presented positive rationale for his desire to 
purchase the current Firehouse building.  It was clarified that the Firehouse was currently not 
for sale and that in all probability, when it did go on the market, it would go to the highest 
bidder.

 Executive session was not deemed necessary.
